replacement of fluids and electrolytes is an
imlportant aspect of treatment due to

ydration caused by diarrhea

most cases recover without any specific
treatment

antibiotics such as eryvthromvcin or
fluoroquinolone can ﬁe used to shorten the
duration of symptoms if given early in the
course of infection
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Prevention

cook all poultry products to a minimum internal
temperature of 165°F, making sure that the meat is
cooked throughout and any juices run clear

wash hands Fro]ierly with soap and warm water
before and after handling raw foods

avoid cross-contamination in the kitchen by carefully
cleaning all cutting boards, countertops, and utensils
with soap and hot water after preparing raw food

pasteurize milk and boil or chlorinate all water
supplies
persons with diarrhea, especiallty children, should

wash their hands carefully and frequently with soap
and warm water
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
