

















Incubation Period

= usually 12 — 24 hours

= range of 4 — 30 hours

m typically a disease of moderate severity
lasting 1 — 7 days

systemic infection and death rarely occur




Diagnosis and Treatment

diagnosis is confirmed by isolating the organism
from a patient’s stool, blood, or wound

diagnosis may also be achieved by identifying
10° or more organisms per gram of an
epidemiologically incriminated food

treatment 1s not necessary in most cases

rehydration is needed to replace fluids lost
through diarrhea.




Prevention

seafood should be chilled to less than 41°F after harvest
to prevent growth

do not eat raw oysters or other raw shellfish

avoid cross contamination of cooked seafood and other
foods with raw seafood and juices from raw seafood

cook shellfish thoroughly

for shellfish in the shell, do not eat those that do not open during
cooking

eat shellfish promptly after cooking
avold exposure of open wounds or broken skin to warm
salt or brackish water, or to raw shellfish harvested from
such waters
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
