Pathophysiology


�The bacterial infection enters the body


through the mouth, and travels to the


stomach








Bacteria attach to the intestinal wall,


 where they proliferate in the 


small and large intestine








Release of proinflammatory cytokines


 which induce an inflammatory reaction








Can be self-

Can penetrate through the 


mucosal lining of the intestines, 


enter the bloodstream





The disease can

Risk factors Salmonellosis


Older patients


Infants


Immunocompromised 


People with decreased levels of stomach acid





Sources


Unclean food, particularly in institutional kitchens and restaurants, such as milk and eggs when not refrigerated properly


Any type of raw meat could become infected with the bacteria


Excretions from either sick or infected, but apparently clinically healthy people and animals 


Polluted surface water and standing water 


Unhygienically thawed poultry 


An association with reptiles is a major source as they can carry the bacteria in their skin
